The Remote Controlled Ceiling Alarm is
designed to be mounted on the ceiling in
the center of a room at a height of 8 to 10
feet from the ground, where the PIR
(passive infra-red ) sensor will detect the
movement of heat over an area of 20 feet
by 360 degrees. It is armed/disarmed
with the infra-red remote control
keychain.
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• Powerful 110dB alarm or 90dB chime.

ARMING/DISARMING THE ALARM
The unit is armed/disarmed by use of the
infra-red remote control keychain, which
operates up to a distance of 25 feet from
the alarm. Simply point the remote control
at the alarm, press once and release.

1. The unit will sound “Ding-Dong” to
signify entry into Chime mode. In this
mode, whenever motion is detected, a
“Ding-Dong” sound will play.

2. When the Remote Control is pressed a
second time, the unit will give one
“beep” signifying entry into Alarm
mode. The Green LED will light up for
approx. 30-45 seconds allowing exit
from the detection zone.

To disarm the unit, simply press the
remote control a third time. The unit will
give two beeps signifying the unit being
disarmed. When entering the detection
zone, approximately 10 seconds are given
to deactivate the unit before the alarm
sounds.

If the green light is flashing upon your
return, there has been an intrusion. The
alarm has been set off, and has reset itself.

THE ALARM
The alarm is activated by the motion
detection sensor. After a 10 second delay,
the 110dB high frequency alarm will
automatically sound once the sensor has
detected movement. It will remain on for
approximately one minute if no further
movement is detected, after which it
automatically shuts off and resets itself.

LOW BATTERY INDICATOR
When the batteries are running low, the
red LED on the front of the unit will flash.
The alarm will also beep every 20 seconds
as a warning that the batteries need to be
replaced.

BATTERY BACK-UP FUNCTION
If there is a power failure when the unit is
being operated by the AC power source,
as long as the unit contains the correct
batteries, it will automatically switch to
battery power leaving the unit armed and
ready to detect motion.

KEYCHAIN BATTERY REPLACEMENT
Batteries are located within the main
alarm compartment. Simply remove the
screw on the back of the remote control
keychain at the bottom. Replace batteries
with 2 button cell batteries (1.5v).

INSTALLATION
Insert 3 “C” size alkaline batteries (not
included) into the compartments on the
back of the unit, as indicated by the
internal markings. Alternatively, a 7.5-15
volt adaptor (not included) can be
connected to the AC jack socket which
can be found at the back of the unit.
Remove the protective film between green
and red LED lights.
Affix the mounting bracket to the ceiling
in the desired center position, using the
screws provided. The alarm can now be
attached to the bracket by aligning the
plastic clips to the bracket and turning
the unit clockwise. The clips will then
snap into the bracket. To take the unit off,
simply push the unit up against the
ceiling and rotate counter clockwise.
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
